Responsibility for your own education.

· Assignments: You will have assignments for every chapter.  You are to do them and correct them (if necessary) if you expect to learn the material.  This will include readings as well.  I will check that they are completed and we will check answers to problems you are having trouble with.
· Participation: This will be graded by teacher observation as well as by putting problems on the board, participating in class discussions, or other activities.
· Final Exam: A cumulative exam will be given at the end of each semester.  It will be worth 10% of your yearly grade.  Those taking the AP Exam will be exempt from the final exam
